MINUTES —~ JANUARY 10, 2007

Board trustee members present: Ross Hoyt, Alison Meslin, Fred Nelson.

Board trustee members absent: Ron Ryan, Steve Lozar.

Staff Present: Fire Chief Tom Maloney.

Guests: Karen Sargeant, Public Relations Officer; Terry Gembala, President of Volunteer Fire
Department , Tom Sadecki, Jeff Meslin, Lester Johnson, and Lee Manicke.

Meeting called to order by Chairman Hoyt at 7:03 p.m.

Minutes: Motion Trustee Meslin, seconded Trustee Nelson to approve minutes as submitted.
Motion carried unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report:

Operating Fund Balance § 2,053.54
Capital Improvement Fund Balance $ 39,450.64
Voted Levy Fund Balance $ 33,499.61
Paid bills in the amount of $ 3,93765

December check numbers 3278- 3333, both inclusive
(paid January 10, 2007),

Lake County Treasurer indicated the Polson Rural Fire Department PPL protested tax amount for years
2003, 2004, 2005 is approximately $21,000. The board may request 80% (approximately $16,000) for
operating purposes. Motion Trustee Nelson, seconded Trustee Meslin to leave the PPL funds in the
protested tax fund and request the funds in June or July for the interlocal agreement payment to
the City. Motion carried unanimously.

The $400 rebate proposed by the State of Montana will not affect the local government mill levies. The
rebate funds will be disbursed from the state surplus fund.

A letter is available for the chairman’s signature to transfer funds from the voted levy fund to the
operating fund for payment number 1 on the equipment loan with First Interstate Bank. The funds in the
voted levy equipment fund is $ 35,196.53. An additional $16,000 was included in the FY '06-'07
operating fund budget for debt service. The semi-annual payment to 1% Interstate Bank is $44,120.17.
During the December 2006 meeting Trustee Nelson suggested a fund transfer from the capital reserve
fund to the operating fund to facilitate the equipment loan payment. A fund transferis not necessary at
this time.

Bills: The additional heat used during renovations at the Big Arm station indicates the increase in the
Mission Valley Power bill. The Sign Pro bill is for the hydrant bags and to replace letters on engine
328. Clothing allowance payments represent the number of meetings a volunteer attends. Chief
Maloney would like to change the clothing allowance to a re-imbursement which would include a
payment for responses and training. Motion Trustee Meslin, seconded Trustee Hoyt to pay bills.
Motion carried unanimously.
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Old Business:
SLIDE IN COMPONENT - Trustee Nelson will e-mail pictures of the unit to Ron Hall in Idaho.

BIG ARM FIRE HALL RENOVATIONS — Trustee Meslin reported the interior is almost complete.
Additional tiles were ordered for the upstairs and the water heater will be installed. Electrical changes
are necessary in the kitchen area. When weather permits the exterior of the building will be painted and
gutters installed along with landscaping. Funds are available to complete the interior and exterior
renovations. The membership paid for the sign installed on the building. Local artist, Carol Grende,
volunteered to design a sign for the highway site. Tom Sadecki indicated an appropriate sign would
assist with passing future levies and the Polson Rural Fire District represents the district and is not
exclusive to Big Arm. Chief Maloney recommended the sign committce incorporate the design
currently used by Polson Fire and the membership involved with the committee. The committee plans
to meet in the spring.

REPORT ON NEW TRUCK — Chief Maloney reported engine 326 was delivered Monday. The hood
paint did not adhere properly, therefore, the hood was replaced. Training will be scheduled next week
with all volunteers certified with road hours. Chief Maloney is impressed with the engine. The engine
will be housed in station 2 (Big Arm). The board and membership. share a positive project. The engine
is a milestone for station 2 with a first time award of brand new equipment. An open house is
scheduled for the near future in Polson and Big Arm to display the new equipment. Volunteers Steve
Stanley and John Stevens replaced the valves and installed a shelf on engine 8.

MNew Business:

HEAT FOR BIG ARM FIRE STATION — Chief Maloney suggested use of propane heaters upstairs.

FAMILY APPRECIATION DINNER - Chief Maloney reported the dinner is January 26" downstairs
at the Polson Bay Steakhouse. The city contributed $500 to the dinner and perhaps the rural will
contribute $400. Motion Trustee Nelson, seconded Trustee Meslin to contribute $400 to the
appreciation dinner. Motion carried unanimously.

COMMUNITY MEETINGS AT BIG ARM STATION - Big Arm sewer committee contacted
Trustce Meslin to use the facility for a community meeting. The board needs a procedure for use of
the building. A rider to the current liability insurance coverage will be required. Chairman Hoyt tabled
the request and will research procedures.

BIG ARM STATION WATER CHARGES - Trustee Meslin reported the Salish and Kootenai Tribes
issued a bill for the water installation, meter and hookup. The installation charge is $500 and the meter
and hook up fee is $1,820. The monthly minimum charge is $19.50 The installation charges can be
paid monthly. Trustee Meslin will contact the Salish & Kootenai tribes regarding a clarification of the
charges. Motion Trustee Nelson, seconded by Trustee Hoyt to pay the hook-up charges monthly.
Motion carried unanimously.

2007 LEGISLATIVE PROPOSAL — Trustee Meslin received a copy of a letter Lee Manicke sent to
Representative Janna Taylor regarding the increased cost of operating rural fire companies and a
request to pursue new avenues of funding. Lee is a trustee in the Fisher River Valley Fire Service Area
near Libby and has some interesting ideas to create additional funding for fire departments.
Suggestions for additional funding include a portion of the annual fee callected by DNRC should go to
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rural fire departments that provide initial response to wild land fires; gasoline tax fee, added fee to
vehicle license or alcohol tax.. Trustee Nelson mentioned Idaho motor vehicle division assesses $1.00
for emergency services. Chief Maloney reported HI10, a lobbyist committee for fire departments,
intreduced nine bills for the 2007 session related to the needs of fire departments. Trustee Meslin
volunteered to draft a letter to Representative Janna Taylor in support of additional funding, (Copy of
Mr. Manicke’s letter attached to minutes).

BOARD MEMBERS ATTENDANCE & PARTICIPATION — Trustee Meslin indicated Ron Ryan
and Steve Lozar made career changes since their election. Ron and Steve are not participating in the
monthly meetings. The Polson Rural by-laws Article 4 states board members act as representatives of
the citizens of the fire district. Chairman Hoyt will send letter to Trustee Lozar and Trustee Ryan stating
the board needs their involvement.

FEBRUARY 2007 MEETING - Trustee Meslin suggested the February 2007 meeting moved to
Tuesday, February 13" at 5:00 p.m.

Chairman Hoyt adjourned at 8:26 p.m.
